MEMORY VERSE: “Arise, O Lorp; O Gob, LIFT up THINE HAND: FORGET NOT THE
HUMBLE.” Psatm 10:12.

They were deceptive like their father and
jealous like their mothers. One of the sons was different. He was gentle,
frusting, and pure in word and thought. He was an active, joyful child.
He bravely did what he knew to be right. His father loved him very
much, and their hearts were bound closely together. This young man
loved and served God. It made him sad to see his older brothers doing
wrong. His name was Joseph.

BuT Gob wAs WITH HIM.” AcTs 7:9.

Jacob’s sons were shepherds who traveled from place to place to find
the best pasture. Sometimes they had to travel many miles from home
and did not see their father for several months. Soon after Joseph had
his dreams, his brothers took the flocks to Shechem. Days went by, and
Jacob began to worry about them. He called Joseph, who was always
ready and willing to obey him, to carry out a special task.

IN POTIPHAR'S HOUSE

MEMORY VERSE: “IN ALL THY WAYS ACKNOWLEDGE HIM, AND HE SHALL DIRECT THY
PATHS.” PROVERBS 3:6.

Poor Joseph! In the distance he could see where his father’s tents were.
He cried and cried. Would he ever see his father againe He could still
see the faces of his angry brothers. Now he was a helpless slave on
his way to Egypt. He felt all alone. Sadness and terror filled his heart.
But now his thoughts turned to the precious lessons he had learned
at home. God would help him in every fime of trouble. Joseph gave
himself fully fo God and prayed that He would lead and guide him in
this strange land. He made up his mind to be true to God in everything.
In God’s own fime, Joseph would see that the way God leads is best.

In the smalllest duties, Joseph worked as if he were working for the King
of heaven.

Joseph was put into a dark, gloomy prison. Potiphar knew that Joseph
was faithful and pure, but he had him put info prison to please his wife.
At first Joseph was treated harshly by the jailer. This did not make him
cross or distrustful, because he knew that he had done nothing wrong.
Satan could not discourage him. Even though he was in prison, he
found work to do. He helped and comforted the prisoners. What he
saw in the prison taught him fo treat others justly and wisely.

THINGS: ENTER THOU INTO THE JOY OF THY LORD.” MATTHEW 25:21.

Pharaoh was very disappointed when his wise men were not able to
explain his dreams. It must have been hard for him to seek help from a
Hebrew slave and prisoner, but he was willing to do anything to ease
his troubled mind.

8:28.

The famine was terrible also in Canaan. Jacob and his sons heard that
there was plenty of food in Egypft. Therefore, Jacob sent ten of his sons
fo buy corn, but he kept Benjamin home for fear something might
happen to him.

Furthermore, the brothers were amazed to see that they were seated in
the exact order of their ages. They also noticed that Benjamin received
more than the others.

Early the next morning, the happy brothers left for home. Their
joy was soon turned to sorrow. Why2 What did they promise?

The troubled brothers rent their garments in sorrow. They returned to
Joseph and bowed before him. Judah remembered that he had
pledged himself as surety for Benjamin. He tenderly spoke of his father’s
great grief at the loss of his son Joseph and how hard it had been for
him to let Benjamin go.

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ISRAEL IN EGYPT

MEMORY VERSE: “BeHolp, THE EYE OF THE LORD IS UPON THEM THAT FEAR HIM, UPON

"Joseph’s brothers have come.” This news delighted Pharaoh. He told
Joseph to send wagons and food and bring his father and brothers to
Egypt. Joseph knew that Satan would tempt them to lay the blame for
past sins on one another. He warned them, “See that ye fall not out by
the way.”

Jacob'’s saying that his years had been few and evil meant that he had
seen a lot of tfrouble and suffering. His life had not been very happy. His
answer also showed that he was a pilgrim on this earth.

When the people of Egypt had no more money, how did they pay
for food?e Genesis 47:17, 19.

Joseph bought all the land of Egypt for Pharaoh. The famine was so great
that all the people were moved to the cities. The land given fo the priests
was not bought nor was the land of Goshen, which had been given to
Joseph's brothers. Pharaoh knew that it was through the mercy of the God
of Joseph that Egypt had plenty and other nations were suffering from
famine. He also saw that Joseph had made his kihngdom very rich.

After the famine ended, what plan was made so the Egyptians
could work the land againe Genesis 47:23, 24.
